NOVEMBER 6 IS ELECTION DAY:  We would encourage you to exercise your right to vote on Election Day.  Polls will be open from noon to 8 p.m. at City Hall.

OVERNIGHT PARKING:  Just a reminder of our snow ordinance – no parking is allowed on city streets from December 1st through March 1st, between the hours of 12 o’clock midnight and 7 o’clock a.m.

GARBAGE PICKUP:  Because of Thanksgiving Day on Thursday, November 22, garbage pickup for that week will be Friday, November 23rd.  City Hall will be closed November 22nd and 23rd for the holiday.

REMINDER:  The sewer portion of your utilities bill is based on your water use during the five winter months, November through March.  Suggestion:  stop watering yards after October 31st and until April 1, 2008.

HOME BUSINESS/HOME OCCUPATION ORDINANCE:  On November 15 at 7 p.m. the Planning and Zoning Commission will take public input on the home business/home occupation ordinance. Anyone having comments is encouraged to attend.

We are grateful for our two office workers, Clerk Sharon Bell and Treasurer Marcie Smith.  They are very capable and efficient and are “people people.”  Marcie’s hours are from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m., and Sharon’s hours are from noon to 4 p.m.

BUSINESS PARK:  Our request from the State Department of Commerce for a$500,000 grant has been approved.  This grant will be used to build the infrastructure in the park.  Madison County has secured the land for the park by exchanging county-owned wetlands with the state for the business park property.  In addition to the $500,000 grant, The Development Company is putting up $150,000 and the city is providing $100,000.  As soon as the businesses in the park provide 39 jobs, the $500,000 from the Department of Commerce is secure.  The lots in the business park will be sold, which will repay the entire cost of the infrastructure and more.

BIKE PATH:  The advertisement for the construction of the bike path attracted only one bidder, H & K Contractors.  The bid came in $103,000 more than the appropriated funds. The responsibility to cover this deficit would fall to Sugar City and Rexburg.  The decision was made to reject all bids at present, but advertise again after cutting some of the planned amenities.  The Idaho Department of Transportation engineers feel that by making some changes, the bids can be reduced by at least $100,000.  If this works out, another advertisement for bids will be released in January and the contract awarded to the low bidder in February.  The project would then be completed in the spring and summer.
